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3.8 Environmental Performance and Community Feedback

At the time of the site inspection, construction and civil works, including piling, were being undertaken for
substage 4.

During the audit period, monitoring under SSD8996- MOD 1 was limited to vibration monitoring in response to
a community complaint.

A complaint regarding damage to a community member’s house was received on 12 October 2024. As
required by the Construction Noise and Vibration Management Plan, an inspection of the reported damage to
the house was completed by the contractor and vibration monitoring was undertaken. It was advised that
vibration monitoring had also been undertaken at a neighboring house and two other areas of the school after
the community complaint was raised. It was determined that vibration related to construction activities was
below the usual limits for structural damage and a report was provided. These complaints were closed out
with no further action required.

The construction contractor advised that they had not been requested by the Department to undertake dust
or noise monitoring during the audit period.

No water discharges were required to stormwater during the period hence water monitoring was not
undertaken during the audit period.

The Auditee advised that all required monitoring would be undertaken in accordance with the requirements of
SSD8996- MOD 1 or as directed by the Department as required.
3.8.1 Complaints

All complaints received are logged on a Community Issues Register, a live document that is continuously
updated by the Applicant’s representative (CTPG and BuildCorp).

A summary of complaints received during the audit period and the responses provide by the project are
outlined in Table 10.
